Disaster Relief and Community Disaster Education 
When a disaster threatens or strikes, the Red Cross is 
there. This year we responded to 19 local disasters, 
including 11 residential fires.  5 disaster team 
members responded to 7 national disasters. 
 

Because being prepared can make your family and 
community safer and sometimes minimize injury and 
destruction, we made four disaster education 
presentations in the community, distributing over 450 
disaster education pamphlets. 
 

Health and Safety Services 
From first aid, CPR and AED training to swimming 
and lifeguarding, American Red Cross programs help 
people lead safer and healthier lives. This year, 692 
individuals learned lifesaving skills through 110 
classes offered by the chapter. 
 

Veteran Services 
The Polk County Chapter shows its gratitude for 
veterans by giving holiday gifts, collecting supplies 
for the VA hospital in Oteen, and hosting the Warm- 
Up America knitting group, which makes lap robes 
and caps for veterans. 
 

Blood Services 
Every two seconds, someone in the United States 
needs blood. Thanks to generous blood donors, the 
Red Cross collects and distributes nearly half the 
nation’s blood supply. Over the last year, we helped 
run more than 30 blood drives, collecting 1232 units 
of blood. 
 

 

 

 
 

Armed Forces Emergency Services 
The American Red Cross provides communication 
between those in the Armed Forces and their 
families. We have a worldwide network that reaches 
service members wherever they are to communicate a 
birth, death or illness. This year we provided 
emergency communications for 14 military families. 
 

Get to Know Us Before You /eed Us 
This program provides information to the families of 
active service men and women. By contacting the 
families to let them know how the American Red 
Cross can be of service before they need us, families 
are better prepared when an emergency occurs. 
 

Community Services 
We assisted local residents by providing 886 free 
blood pressure screenings at local pharmacies, 
staffing booths at the Green Creek Heritage Festival 
and the Children’s Fair, providing water to CROP 
walkers, referring people in need to other agencies, 
and giving space for meetings to other community 
organizations.  
 
A /ote About Volunteers 
We depend on volunteers of all ages and 
backgrounds to carry on our work. Volunteers 
constitute 98 percent of our total workforce, serving 
as members of the board, instructors teaching 
lifesaving skills, disaster action team members, office 
administrators, event organizers and more. This year, 
305 volunteers made the work of the chapter 
possible.
